School Year 2009 ‐ 2010 

 
 
I. Highlights of IVCF Philippines for School Year 2009­2010 
 

1. National Conference 2009 
    This was a wonderful time for IVCF Philippines.  Indeed, God was with us in this 
national gathering of IVCF people, where we had times of worship, fellowship, interaction 
with God’s Word, and engaging in important ministries, as well as national and global 
issues.  Indeed, through this event, God made clear to us that our calling is to establish 
communities of Christian students and graduates to nurture personal and corporate faith 
in, love for and obedience to the Lord Jesus Christ, and to participate in the building of 
God’s Kingdom in the world.  God abundantly provided for this conference.  More than 250 
delegates from all our regional units, plus brethren from abroad, joined NC.  Many 
significant results were achieved during this time.  And a lot of commitments were made 
for the glory of God and for support to our movement.  Praise God for NC 2009. 
 
2. Abundant Provisions from God 
    We rejoice in the grace that was poured out to IVCF Philippines.  The staff’s 
salaries were regularly given on time and in full.  We received funds for our ministries and 
programs.  People gave to IVCF so IVCF could respond to victims of calamities.  Our donors 
and supporters gave, not only for the National Conference, but also for our summer 
training camps.  Because of this, the staff received their June 15, 2010 salaries in advance 
and in full (salaries were deposited June 11, four days in ahead of schedule).  It may be a 
first or had not been done for a long time.  Glory to God who is very generous to IVCF.  
Thank you for brothers and sisters for supporting IVCF. 
 
3. Southern Luzon became IVCF’s 9th Regional Unit 

This school year God guided us to officially form the Southern Luzon Regional Unit.  
Student ministry had been going on in Laguna, Cavite, Mindoro and Bangatas for many 
years.  And because our ministries in these areas had been growing, God has guided the 
IVCF leadership to organize the work into a regional unit.  On February 20, 2010 the newly 
formed Southern Luzon Regional Unit had its first Regional Fellowship and Day of Prayer at 
UP Los Banos campus.  IVCFers from Laguna, Cavite, Batangas, Mindoro, and from Metro 
Manila gathered for worship, teambuilding activities, ministry presentations, fellowship, 
prayer, and organizational planning.  A Regional Advisory Council (RAC) was already 
formed, composed of leaders from the 4 provinces.  A Regional Coordinator was appointed 
to oversee the ministry. 

 
4. IVCF Engaged in Other Ministries 
    IVCF Philippines was involved not only in student and graduates ministries, but 
also with relief work and national building.  In October 2009, we were active in helping 
Ondoy victims, by giving relief goods, medical services, and even cleaning flooded houses.  
We helped a few communities, and also some IVCF people.  Then there was a student‐led 
university‐wide event, called alternation, held last March 3, 2010 in UP Diliman.  It was not 
only evangelistic in nature, but also a challenge to students to be involved in election and 
nation building.  IVCF partnered with many Christian organizations and business 
corporations for the success of this significant big event. 



 
5. Summer Camps 2010 
    The school year culminated with many summer national and regional training 
camps. Many students and graduates were transformed by God through these life‐
transforming events.  We had evangelistic, discipleship, missions, and leadership camps in 
April and May.  What great joy and encouragement to hear testimonies of young students 
on how God moved in their lives and how they became passionate in knowing and serving 
the Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
6. New Staffworkers Recruited 
    Praise God for the young IVCF people who responded to be God’s servant‐leaders 
and IVCF staffworkers.  Staff recruitment has been a big challenge recently.  And so we 
rejoice for the 6 new staffworkers, who we started to recruit last school year, and who are 
now working with IVCF this new school year. 
 
7. God transformed many students through IVCF Student Ministry  
    God had blessed our ministries with our 5 flagship programs.  May students are 
evangelized, discipled, trained for leadership and missions.  Yes, there are a lot of rooms for 
improvements in the way we do ministries, but God is creating lasting impact in the lives of 
our students and graduates. 

 
 
II. Reports and Results for our Five Flagship Programs 
 
 
1. Evangelism Flagship Program ­ “proclaiming Christ’s gospel”  

impact we aim to achieve: A vibrant Christian student witness in key educational 
institutions in the country. 

 
IVCF Philippines became very active in communicating the gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ 

during the school year 2009‐2010.  During the 1st Quarter, Freshmen Treat programs happened 
in different campus chapters of our regions.  Different regions used different methods of sharing 
the gospel: Classroom Evangelism, Commando Evangelism, Creative Mime & Drama, and 
Evangelistic Concerts. In WVRU, we started Senior Retreat, sharing the gospel to graduating 
students. 
 

We intensified our Evangelistic Bible Study programs, with 201 EBS groups formed, 
attended by 1,829 students.  This signifies focused series study of the gospel narratives for 
deeper understanding of the gospel. Praise God for 1,215 students who professed becoming 
Christians through IVCF’s ministry. And we are excited about the 1,714 new members of our 
campus chapters. 
 

More students were trained to share the gospel this school year.  We pray that this will 
result to more evangelism activities for the next school year.

• 201 Evangelistic Bible Study groups were formed, attended by 1,829 students

2. Discipleship Flagship Program – “living as Christ’s disciples”  

impact we aim to achieve: Campuses and communities are influenced by the ideals of 
the Kingdom. 
 
  IVCF Philippines continued to focus on discipling our students.  Now there were more Cell 
Groups formed with more members’ attendance.  More Large Group Meetings were held.  There 
were fewer formal Discipleship training events, but more creative discipleship approaches were 
used: Ladies and Gents Nights, Spiritual Retreats, Film Showing events, Jogging Fellowship, Dawn 
Prayer Walking, Chain Fasting and Prayer.  Our IV‐Home ministries continued to be strategic for 
our flagship programs. 
 

• 1,362 members where discipled this school year 
• 381 Discipleship Cell Groups were formed, where 2,058 members participated 
• 164 Large Group Meetings were held in the campuses, attended by 3,478 students 
• 151 Prayer Meetings were held, attended by 1,97 students 
• 78 Discipleship Training Events here held, attended by 1,149 students

3. Mission Flagship Program – “preparing as Christ’s missionaries” 

impact we aim to achieve: An expanding work among unreached people groups 
(UPGs). 

 
  Our mission program focused on mobilizing students and graduates for missions in the 
campus with a long‐term impact in the future.  This involved re‐educating our students about 
what missions is all about using our mission training program materials and special missions 
events. 
  This flagship program did not only reach out to students, but to graduates, other 
organizations, and local churches as well.  There was 100 students and graduates who seriously 
accepted their specific roles in missions (prayer, mobilizing, welcomers, senders, goers, and 
learners). A number of campus chapter members received first‐hand experience of cross‐cultural 



missions work through our mission exposure camps.  The Missions Team, composed of young 
graduates and student leaders, continued to be active as missions mobilizers for campuses and 
churches.

4. Leadership Flagship Program – “leading as Christ’s servants”  

impact we aim to achieve: Progressive campuses, churches, and communities led by 
excellent and faithful servant­leaders. 

 
  This school year our leadership program was geared to training existing student leaders.  
This meant lesser number of new students were part of our leadership training.  Regional Units 
continued to strengthen Student Leadership Council.  A few Regional Units started Intentional 
Mentoring Program, partnering students with graduates of the same profession or educational 
background. 
 
  This resulted to stronger and more active student leadership.  One example is 
“AlterNation,” a university wide evangelism and national building event, held in UP Diliman, was 
led by student leaders with minimum involvement of IVCF staff.  The IVCF contributed to the 
leadership training of Jerome Montes, President of Campus Impact Christian Fellowship (IVCF 
chapter in Philippine Christian University) for SY 2009‐2010, and he is now the President of the 
University Student Government, the highest governing student‐led organization of PCU. He 
continues his involvement with IVCF in his campus.
